This paper analyzes the object and the subject of political rhetoric as a theoretical discipline,
showing the difference between political rhetoric and the theory of political communication and
classifying contemporary Russian political discourse. Political rhetoric studies all types of spoken
and written discourse used as a means of gaining and executing government power or influencing
government institutions. This discipline deals with the rhetorical categories of ethos, logos, pathos
and speaker’s image and parts of rhetoric (invention, arrangement, style and delivery) as they are
realized in political discourse, as well as with functions of political speech and writing. Contempo-
rary Russian political discourse can be classified into governmental and civil discourse. Govern-
mental discourse embraces presidential, parliamentary, ministerial and gubernatorial speech and
writing; civil discourse is subdivided into electoral and non-electoral. The classification is based

on the speaker’s or writer’s position in relation to the government power.
